Your obedience to God’s word  will allow the spirit of 

truth to guide you as John 16 promises. Your rebellion will lead you into deception 

and soon you will be chanting also like the lost masses, yes we can.! I can do all 

things through Christ who strengthens me.

"And they overcame him (the enemy) by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony." 

Revelations 12:11a
